
  

“Hello and Welcome to the 23rd Annual Reisterstown Festival” 
 

BOOTH APPLICATION INFORMATION SHEET 2009 
 

DATE/LOCATION  ---  Saturday, September 12, 2009-Noon to 9:00 PM  & Sunday, 
September 13, 2009-Noon to 5:00 PM. The location is Hannah More School and Park , 
12035 Reisterstown Road, Reisterstown, MD  21136. 
      
SET UP & BREAKDOWN   ---  Set up can begin Friday evening  after 4:00 PM until 7:00 PM 
and/or Saturday starting at 6:00 AM. YOU MUST HAVE ALL VEHICLES OUT OF THE AREA 
BY 8:45 AM on Saturday and 11:30 AM on Sunday . Reisterstown Road will close 
approx. 8:30am on Saturday  for the Parade , so make sure your vehicle is on the 
grounds before then. The official festival start time is 12:00 PM, but you always have people 
there earlier.  Exhibitors/vendors must remain open until 6:00 PM Saturday but may remain 
open later as crowds allow. Breakdown cannot start until the entertainment and patrons have 
cleared the area on Sunday night (approximately 5:30 PM.)  THIS INCLUDES ANY COMPANY 
COMING TO TAKE DOWN TENTS, ETC.  There will be a $1 00 Charge for the Festival 
Committee to take down someone’s tent, etc. Be sure  you inform the people in charge of 
breakdown that they will probably have to wait in l ine until they can get into the area.  
Timing is the sole  discretion of the Festival Committee and Security. 
 
SPACE AVAILABLE   ---  Spaces are 14’ X 10’, exceptions may be granted upon approval by 
the festival committee.  No exhibitor/vendor shall add to their spaces in such a way as to 
interfere with an adjacent space.  There will be No electricity available except to the Food 
Vendors in the Food Court area.  If you plan to use a generator, it MUST be cleared with the 
committee BEFORE the event and vendor MUST provide a buffer and their own grounded 
extension cord.  The cord must be 25’ or more in length, in good condition and intended for 
outdoor use.  Food Vendors will have to pay $100 for hookup as in the past.  Ice is available 
for purchase , so please check your application if you need ice. 
 
FEES 
 
 $450 --- FOOD --- NO BEVERAGE OF ANY KIND-ALL BEVERAGE  is the exclusive right  of 
the Reisterstown Recreation Council.  Vendors are responsible for required Health Department 
Permits. A Health Permit and Certificate of Insurance must be submitted with your 
application.  If using a generator, you must supply your own buffer approved by the Festival 
Committee or buy one from the Festival Committee for a fee of $25. Electricity can be provided 
for a $100 fee. Food, menu and product must have prior approval. A $50 Security Deposit is 
due with Lease, refundable after the Festival Committee has reviewed the grounds.  ALL FOOD  
VENDORS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE DISPOSAL OF THEIR G REASE—NOT ON 
SCHOOL GROUNDS--BUT AWAY FROM THE FESTIVAL PROPERTY .  NO GREASE 
BARRELS WILL BE PROVIDED . 
 
 $400 --- COMMERCIAL BUSINESS --- Any business with a store front with or without 
employees, and any business operating from home with employees. 
 
  
$225 --- NON-COMMERCIAL BUSINESS --- Any business operating from home with no 
employees.  Craft vendors who purchase merchandise for resale. 
 
$100 --- CRAFT --- All items MUST be handmade, NOT purchased for resale. 
 



  

$125 --- NON-PROFIT ORGANIZATION WITH SALES --- Non- profit status determined 
from I.R.S. letter of classification or a copy of F.E.I.N.  classification is acceptable. (Form 990 is 
not required.)  Review health & tax letter.  This includes any non-profit organizations selling 
product at their booth. 
 
 $400 ---  NON –PROFIT WITH FOOD SALES --- Non-profit status determined from I.R.S. 
letter of classification or a copy of F.E.I.N. classification is acceptable. (Form 990 is NOT 
required.)  Review health & tax letter. Subject to the same requirements as other Food Vendors. 
     All guidelines for Food Vendors also apply to nonpr ofits with Food Sales (see above)  
 
 
$50 --- NON-PROFIT ORGANIZATION WITHOUT SALES --- Any non-profit organization 
passing out information such as PTA’s and non-profit groups with raffles. THE SELLING OF 
RAFFLE TICKETS IS NOT PERMITTED . Organizational literature and organizational-
trademarked supplies are exempt. Contact the State of Maryland Retail Sales Tax Division at 
410-767-1300 to verify if any of the items you are selling are tax exempt. 
 
 $50 --- PTA’S WITH/WITHOUT SALES  
 
 $150 --- POLITICAL CANDIDATES/POLITICAL Organizations --- Any and all.  A 
SECURITY DEPOSIT OF $50 MUST BE PAID WITH APPLICATI ON.  It may be refunded after 
the Festival Committee has checked the grounds to be sure no additional clean up is necessary. 
 
 
 
APPLICATION---You must return your signed Booth App lication and 
signed Lease with the appropriate fee (check) by Au gust 20, 2009 to 
secure a space. Sorry we cannot process credit card s.  Fees for space 
are NON-REFUNDABLE after August 30, 2009. If paying  after August 
30th, payment must be in the form of a money order. Che cks will not 
be accepted after August 30 th--No Exceptions!   
**Set-up will not be permitted without a signed con tract and booth 
payment.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION: * PLEASE READ AND FOLLOW** 
1. There will be NO "overnight hookup " for electrical needs 
2. There will be NO beverages given away or sold of ANY KIND by any vendor. This includes ice teas,    

water, soda or any other type of beverage. The Reisterstown Recreation Council has exclusive rights in 
selling all beverages at this Festival. 

3. A refundable security deposit of $ 50.00 is required of all food and political categories. 
4. Food vendors are required to provide with their Application a Certificate of Insurance providing liability 

(premises and products liability) limits at a minimum of $100/300,000 BI and $100, 000 PD. 
5.    No selling of raffle tickets is permitted but free raffle tickets for prizes are permitted.  
6.  The location of each booth is at the discretion of the Festival Committee depending on availability and 

safety for the vendors and attendees.  If you want a vehicle in your booth, it must be OK’d ahead of 
time.  No vehicle approval the day of set up.  

7.    All vendors MUST list below in detail what they will be selling at their booth. If it is 
      not listed, the Festival Committee has the right to ask you to remove the item(s). (Continue on back if 

needed). MANDATORY COMPLETION PLEASE

THE REISTERSTOWN FESTIVAL  

Lease for Booth/Display Space 

THIS LEASE, Made this day of ,  2009, by and between THE 
REISTERSTOWN FESTIVAL, hereinafter referred to as L essor, and 

Hereinafter referred to as Lessee. 

WITNESSETH: 
 
That for and in consideration of the sum of $                                                               , Lessor  
does hereby Lease unto the Lessee, and the Lessee d oes hereby take from the Lessor, all that 
space to be assigned and designated by Lessor known  as Booth # ______, as more particularly 
identified on the attached diagram, for the period September 12th and 13th, 2009, subject to the 
following terms and conditions and Rules and Regula tions, made a part hereof. 
 

1. That the Lessee shall tender the entire amount o f rental due upon execution hereof. 
 

2. In the event of damages done to booth, determine d upon conclusion of this Lease, 
regardless of fault, Lessee shall be responsible to  reimburse Lessor for the cost of 
repair of the booth. 

 
3. Lease does not include provision by the Lessor t o the Lessee of utilities. 

 
4. The purpose of the Lease is to permit the Lessee  to participate in The Reisterstown 

Festival. The Lessee may conduct business for which  the subject Lease is made only 
during the hours that the Festival is open and appr oved by the Festival. Non-
conforming use may result in removal of the violati on or closure within Committee's 
discretion. 

 
5. Lessee covenants that the nature of the business  to be conducted is (MUST FILL IN ): 

 

6.   Lessee agrees to be responsible for any claim for injury, loss, or damage relating to or                         
arising from his occupancy of the herein leased Boo th Space and his participation in 
the Festival, and in the event of any such claim wi ll execute any document necessary 
to hold Lessor harmless in accordance with the term s hereof. 

 
7.  Lessee agrees to conform to all the rules and r egulations of The Reisterstown  

Festival/Reisterstown Recreation Council in regard to the operation of his Booth 
Space. 

 
8. In the event that Lessee shall fail or refuse to  conform his conduct to the terms and 

conditions hereof, Lessor shall have reserved unto it the right by its agent, to cause to 
be closed the herein Booth Space and/or to assume t he operation and control thereof 
as is in the best interest of The Reisterstown Fest ival/Reisterstown Recreation 
Council, without liability to the Lessor as a resul t of the exercise of such authority, 
and, without the necessity of resort to civil autho rity to enforce this provision, it being 
understood and agreed by the parties that the essen ce of the agreement is the orderly 
presentation and participation by the Lessee therei n in The Reisterstown 
Festival/Reisterstown Recreation Council. 
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9.  This Agreement shall not be construed to be a l icense or permission to the Lessee to 

use or display or  otherwise sell any product conta ining the copyrighted Logo of The 
Reisterstown Festival/Reisterstown Recreation Counc il which the parties agree is the 
sole property of The Reisterstown Festival, and tha t any proceeds relating to the use 
and display of such are the property of The Reister stown Festival/Reisterstown 
Recreation Council. 

 
10. Lessee shall be responsible for obtaining any a nd every permit or license required by 

governmental authority relative to the Lessee's use  and operation of the herein-leased 
booth; and, in addition, shall conform to the opera tion of the booth to applicable law. 

 
11. Lessee agrees that at the conclusion of this Le ase, he will leave the Booth Space 

herein demised in the condition in which it was del ivered at the inception hereof, and 
that during the term hereof, the Lessee shall maint ain the area and premises Leased in 
safe condition free of trash and debris, and will c lear the area of trash and debris at the 
expiration of this Lease. All food vendors are resp onsible for the disposal of their 
grease, not on school grounds, but away from the fe stival property. Failure to comply 
will result in a $50.00 cleanup charge. Food vendor s and Politicians/Political 
Organizations will be responsible to make a $50.00 d eposit refundable following the 
Festival to insure that their Booth Space and groun ds has been cleaned as herein 
provided. The Committee will deduct any cleanup exp ense incurred from said $50.00 
and return the balance. There will be a $100 fee ch arged if the Festival Committee has 
to remove any tents, etc. from the grounds that are  not removed by either vendor or the 
company that put them up by 8:00 am Monday, Sept.14 , 2009. 

 
12. In the event of inclement weather, no vehicles will be permitted on unpaved areas.  In 

addition, no  vehicles will be permitted on the Festival grounds during Festival hours 
either day.

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2009 Reisterstown Festival Rules and Regulations 
(Lease Addendum) 

 

1. Exhibitor/Vendor will furnish all tables, chairs an d equipment relative to a 
display . Tables MUST be covered to the ground to ensure a neat and uniform appearance. Stock 
boxes must be stored under tables, out of the way of the public and adjacent operators.  Trash 
receptacles will be provided throughout the festival grounds. Each space must be left clean at the 
end of each day. 
 
2.  No construction of any kind may be done by exhibitors/vendors on site at the Festival. All stands and 
displays must be of a prefabricated and easily erected nature. Booth number must be clearly displayed 
and visible at the booth. 
 
3. Canopies  are allowed and recommended, however, each must be in good condition, attractive in 
appearance and free standing with weights and/or bricks. 
 
4. No merchandise or advertising materials may be suspended from or attached in any of the trees on the 
grounds. No advertising signs may be posted on the grounds. 
 
5. Any items deemed of a "Flea Market" nature by the Committee must be removed from the Exhibitor's 
display. 
 
6. All prices must be clearly marked and non-negotiable. No "Hawking" of wares by vendors will be 
permitted. 
 
7. Exhibitor/Vendors will be responsible for the conduct of their children and members of their party. 
 
8. NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ARE PERMITTED ON THE FESTIVAL GROUNDS, 
OTHER THAN IN THE DESIGNATED INTERNATIONAL GARDEN. 
 
9. Each exhibitor/vendor is responsible for obtaining their own appropriate permits and licenses. 
 
10.  All exhibitors/vendors required to pay Maryland State Sales Tax 

must do so on an individual basis. FOR SPECIFIC

12. Festival will be held rain or shine; no refunds will be made due to weather conditions. 
 
13.  Location of each booth  is at the discretion of the Festival Committee depending on availability and 
safety for the vendor and attendees.   
 
14. If you want a vehicle in your booth, it must be Ok’d ahead of time. 
 
FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH ANY OF THE ABOVE SET RULES A ND REGULATIONS MAY RESULT 
IN DENIAL OF PARTICIPATION IN THIS YEAR’S FESTIVAL AND FUTURE FESTIVALS AT THE 
COMMITTEE’S DISCRETION.
